Monday | Read Gen. 15:1-21 | God’s Comfort 
What are the di�erent ways the Word of the Lord came to Abraham in 
this passage? How has the Word of God come to you? What was 
promised to Abraham in v.1? Why do you think this was such a meaning-
ful promise after such a great victory of chapter 14? Ask God, “What 
specific promises do you want to speak to me from your Word?”

Tuesday | Read Gen. 15:1-6 & Rom. 4:1-10 | Righteousness Given
How did the people of the Old Testament receive righteousness? 
According to Romans 4:5 how does one receive righteousness in the 
New Testament? How is righteousness credited to people today? Why 
can righteousness never be earned? Ask God “How can I receive this 
righteousness?”

Wednesday | Read Gen. 15:1-21 & Eph. 1:11-14 | The Faith Loop
The Faith Loop begins with God’s revelation, leading to our questions, 
and then God’s reassurance. As you read this passage, where do you see 
Abraham was questioning God? Where do you see God bring assurance 
to Abraham? How does asking God questions actually build faith? What 
does it mean that you have the Holy Spirit, and how does He bring 
assurance to your faith questions? Ask God, “Where am I questioning 
you right now?”

Thursday | Read Jer. 31-31-33 & Luke 22:20-21 | Our Covenant
Our access to God’s covenant is through Jesus and the New Covenant 
established in His blood. What was promised in this covenant? What 
conditions are believers to fulfill in this covenant? Are you fulfilling 
them? What role does Jesus play in the covenant between you and 
God? Ask God, “Why did you choose a covenant relationship with me?”

Friday | Read Gen. 12-15 | Experience 
We build faith through experience. Sometimes our faith is built out of 
failure. When have you made a “faith mistake” that made you grow in 
your faith? How have you experienced a “faith victory” that helped move 
your faith in Jesus forward? What does it mean for you to “believe God” 
in the unknown of both today and tomorrow? Ask God, “Where are you 
inviting me into a deeper level of faith?”
