Revelation Glossary:
revelation- (apokalupsis) to reveal, unveil, uncover, or disclose
angel- a messenger
prophecy- inspired statements from a Christian prophet
(The idea of prophecy appears 7 times; Rev. 1:3; 11:6; 19:10; 22:7, 10, 18, 19)
blessed- privileged recipient of God’s favor; being especially favored, fortu-
nate, happy, privileged
(7 proclamations of blessing; Rev. 1:3; 14:13; 16:15; 19:9; 20:6; 22:7, 14)
seven- represents that which is perfect, complete, or full (appears 54 times in 
the book)
“seven churches”- seven actual churches in modern Turkey that represent all 
churches
“seven spirits”- The Holy Spirit

Monday | Read Revelation 1:1-3
The opening of this letter encourages us to not only hear what is written, but 
to do it. How does this challenge you to take the study of this book 
seriously? Why is it important to live knowing Christ's return is imminent? 
What does this look like? Ask Jesus, “What changes today if I live like you’re 
returning today?” 

Tuesday | Read Revelation 1:1-3
God’s story from beginning to end is connected to “blessing” humanity. 
What does it mean to be blessed? How does this stand in contrast to what 
the world considers being “blessed”? If we were created to live at peace 
with and in relationship with God, how does this impact how we see other 
people? Pray 3x5 card. Ask God, “What can I do to make the Gospel real to 
one person today?”

Wednesday | Read Revelation 1:1-6
Symbols are meant to be symbolic. Why is it important to remember the 
symbolic nature of apocalyptic writing? How does this help as you read 
Revelation? Pray, “God give me humility and clarity as I seek to understand 
your word.”

Thursday | Read Revelation 1:1-8, John 1:1-4
Revelation is about Jesus’ glory, greatness, and final victory! If Jesus is the 
Beginning and the End, and all things were made through him - how should 
that change how I live now? How do these truths impact how I view myself 
and others? Ask God, “How can I serve those around me as a “priest in your 
kingdom”?   

Friday | Read Revelation 1:7-8
Why is it significant that Jesus' return will be seen by all? What do you learn 
about God from the description given here? What have you already learned 
about God that helps you as you read these verses? Memorize Revelation 
1:8. Ask Jesus, “What changes today if I live like you’re returning today?”
