LIVE IT OUT | A DAILY DISCIPLESHIP GUIDE

Monday | Read to 1 Tim. 2:1-15 & 5:1-6:2 | Worship to “Tell All My Friends”
A faith-filled community requires everyone to play their part. What is your 
role in the community of faith? How can you invest in others to see them 
flourish as they follow Jesus? Is this a question you ever ask yourself? How 
does this contrast to focusing on our own “growth”? Ask Jesus, “Who is 
someone you are calling me to invest in today?”

Tuesday | Read/Listen to 1 Tim. 2:1-15 | Worship to “I Speak Jesus”
Prayer is everyone’s part to play. What does praying for all people, especially 
those in authority, mean? How can you pray blessing into the lives of others 
you may disagree with? How does praying for others to experience God’s 
grace change how you see them? Who does God bring to mind to pray for 
consistently? How does he prompt you to pray for them? Pray for those who 
live around you to experience God’s grace. 

Wednesday | Read/Listen to 1 Tim. 5:1-6:2 | Worship to “Hands and Feet”
We are a people under authority. What does it mean to live a life respecting 
others? How does this demonstrate the Gospel to people? How do the 
cultural di�erences in Scripture stand in your way to understanding and living 
out the truth today? What steps can you take to overcome the obstacle? 
What’s the principle that you see Paul trying to convey to Timothy? Ask 
Jesus, “Who needs to hear words of encouragement from me today?”

Thursday | Read/Listen to Romans 12:9-21 | Worship to “People Need People”
A faith-filled community requires that we all participate. Reread this passage 
a few times. What stands out to you? How is the Holy Spirit connecting the 
truth of Scripture to your heart/mind? Is there a call to action? Is there a need 
you know of that you can meet? How can connecting faith to action grow 
our faith and bless others? Ask Jesus, “How do you want me to pray?”

Friday | Read/Listen to Ephesians 4:1-16 | Worship to “Build Your Church”
A faith-filled community requires everyone to play their part. How does this 
passage connect with Paul’s instructions to Timothy? Why is it important to 
have unity within the community of faith? How does this demonstrate the 
Gospel in tangible ways?
