Monday | Read/Listen to Matthew 1:1-17 | Worship to “Where Would | Be”
Jesus unveils God's kingdom as the promised King and Savior for all people.
How does the genealogy of Jesus challenge or expand your understanding
of who he is? What areas of your life might you be approaching with an
incomplete perspective of God's work? Where does this lead you to struggle
with following Jesus? Ask Jesus, "Where do you want me to see you at work
around me today?”

Tuesday | Read/Listen to 2 Corinthians 5 | Worship to “Old For New”

Jesus brings a new beginning, hinting at the work of new creation. How
does the reality of being a "new creation” in Christ shape the way you view
your past, present, and future? In what areas of your life do you need to fully
embrace the "new" that Jesus brings, leaving behind the "old"? How can you
actively participate in God's work of renewal and restoration in the world
around you as a reflection of being part of his new creation? Ask Jesus,
“What and where am | going my own way and need to return to your reign in
my life?”

Wednesday | Read/Listen to Gen. 12:1-9 & Gal. 3:1-9 | Worship to “Glory Belongs”
Jesus is the pinnacle of a redemptive story spanning centuries. How does
Jesus’s connection to Abraham help you understand what he came to do?
In what ways does knowing that Jesus is the culmination of God's
centuries-long plan of redemption deepen your trust in God's faithfulness
and sovereignty? Ask Jesus, "How do you want to use me to make your story
known?”

Thursday | Read/Listen to Joshua 2 | Worship to “Made For More”

God's purposes are fulfilled even through human brokenness. Rahab's faith
led her to protect the spies and trust in God's plan. In what areas of your life
is God calling you to trust him, even when it feels risky or uncertain? How
does Rahab’s story encourage you to see how God can use your life for his
purposes, no matter your background? How can you demonstrate your faith
in practical ways that reflect your trust in God's promises? Ask Jesus, "Where
in my life am | going my own way?”
