Listen to this Week’s Sermon
Live It Out Podcast - What's Next? Week 1

Monday | Read/Listen to Romans 6:1-11 | Worship to “| Got Saved”

A Gospel-centered life begins with the resurrected identity Jesus has
already given you. Paul says you died with Jesus, were buried with him,
and were raised with him. What does it feel like to hear that your old self
has already been cruci ed? Where are you still living as if the old identity
is in charge? When Paul says, "consider yourselves dead to sin and alive
to God," what would it look like to do that math today? Ask Jesus, "What
truth about me am | overlooking or ignoring?” Ask yourself, “What
identity am | living from today?”

Tuesday | Read/Listen to 2 Corinthians 5:14-21 | Worship to “Thank God I'm Free”
The resurrection brings you into a new reality. Paul says if anyone is in
Jesus, they are a new creation, the old has passed away, and the new has
come. Where in your life are you still trying to renovate the old instead of
living from the new? Paul says you've been given the ministry of
reconciliation. How does knowing who you are shape what you do with
the people around you? Ask Jesus, "Where do you want my new identity
to show up in someone else’'s life this week?" Ask yourself, “What identity
am | living from today?” Pray for our team in Colombia.

Wednesday | Read/Listen to Galatians 2:15-21 | Worship to “Resurrecting”
Sin's authority over you has been broken. Paul says, "l have been cruci ed
with Christ. It is no longer | who live, but Christ who lives in me." What
would change about today if you really believed the old you was gone?
Where are you relying on your own e ort instead of the love of Jesus?
What does it look like for Jesus to power your life instead of your
performance? Ask Jesus, "Where am | still trying to earn what you've
already given me?" Ask yourself, “What identity am | living from today?”

Thursday | Read/Listen to Colossians 3:1-11 | Worship to “Goodbye Yesterday”
Resurrection identity leads to resurrected living. Paul says you have been
raised with Jesus — now set your mind on things above. What are you
chasing right now that belongs to the old identity? In verses 5-11, Paul
gets speci ¢ about what needs to go. Which of those is hardest for you
to let go of? What does it mean that this renewal is ongoing and not a
one-time event? Ask Jesus, "What old clothing am | still wearing that
you've already replaced?" Ask yourself, “What identity am 1| living from
today?”

Friday | Read/Listen to Ephesians 2:1-10 | Worship to “Glorious Day”

A Gospel-centered life begins with the resurrected identity Jesus has
already given you. And Paul uses two of the most important words in the
Bible to explain how it happened: "But God." You were dead in sin, and
God moved rst. Where have you seen God move rst in your life when
you couldn't move yourself? How does it change things to know that
your identity didn't begin with your decision but with his love? Ask Jesus,
"What did you create me to walk in today?" Ask yourself, “What identity
am | living from today?”
