LIVE IT OUT | A DAILY DISCIPLESHIP GUIDE

Listen to this Week’s Sermon
Live It Out Podcast - What’s Next? Week 3

Monday | Read/Listen to Acts 2:42-47 | Worship to “Build My Life”
A Gospel-centered life is formed in Spirit-shaped community. What 
stands out to you about the way the �rst followers of Jesus lived 
together? Why is it important to remember this is a description of what 
they did, not a mandate for what we are to do? Where does your own 
experience of church match this picture, and where does it fall short? 
Don't let your dream of Christian community stand in the way of real 
community. What's one way you can show up this week instead of 
staying on the sidelines? Ask Jesus, "Where are you calling me to 
embrace community?"

Tuesday | Read/Listen to Romans 12:1-13 | Worship to “I Surrender”
Resurrection hope produces committed followers, not spectators. 
Where have you been content to watch from the sidelines when you 
could be showing up? Which gift in verses 6-8 �ts the way God has wired 
you, and how are you using it for the people around you? What would it 
look like to "outdo one another in showing honor" this week? Ask Jesus, 
"Where am I sitting back when you're calling me to step in?"

Wednesday | Read/Listen to Galatians 6:1-10 | Worship to “Grace to Grace”
Spirit-shaped community means shared participation in grace. Paul calls 
us to restore one another gently, carry each other's burdens, and not 
grow weary in doing good. Who in your life is carrying something heavier 
than they can bear alone? Where are you afraid to let others help you 
carry yours? What does shared grace look like in that relationship this 
week? Ask Jesus, "Who am I holding at a distance that you want me to 
walk beside?"

Thursday | Read/Listen to 2 Corinthians 8:1-15 | Worship to “King of Kings”
Generosity �ows from resurrection hope, not obligation. Paul points to 
the Macedonian believers, who gave out of joy and deep poverty. What 
surprises you about their generosity? Where is a scarcity mindset keeping 
you from giving freely with your time, money, or attention? Paul reminds 
us that Jesus, though rich, became poor so we might become rich. How 
does his generosity shape yours? Ask Jesus, "Where are you inviting me 
to give out of what you've already given me?"

Friday | Read/Listen to 2 Peter 1:1-11 | Worship to “The Blessing”
A Gospel-centered life is formed in Spirit-shaped community. Look back 
over the last three weeks. What has Jesus shown you about your new 
identity in him? Where is he exposing a divided allegiance? Where is he 
calling you out of the stands and into real community? Which one is he 
pressing on most, and what's your next step? Ask Jesus, "What are you 
teaching me, and how do you want me to respond?"
