Listen to this Week’s Sermon
Live It Out Podcast - What’s Next? Week 4

Monday | Read/Listen to 2 Corinthians 5:11-21 | Worship to “Old For New” 
The resurrection began a new creation that continues to spread through 
me. Read the whole passage slowly. Read it twice if you have time. 
Notice how Paul ties love, new creation, and being sent into one breath. 
What word, phrase, or verse does the Holy Spirit slow you down on? 
Where has Jesus already placed you as an ambassador? Your job, your 
neighborhood, your family, your friends? Don't rush this. Write down one 
speci�c place. That's your assignment this week. Ask Jesus, "What do you 
want me to carry into that place?

Tuesday | Read/Listen to Matt. 13:44-46 & Luke 9:18-27 | Worship to “Holy Song”
Christ's love leaves me no alternative direction. How does the parable in 
Matthew shape your understanding of the Luke passage? What do you 
notice about the kind of life Jesus calls his followers into? What is one 
area where you sense Jesus inviting you to deny yourself and follow him? 
Are you trying to do this alone, or are you trusting the Holy Spirit and 
carrying it with others? Ask Jesus, "What direction am I still keeping open 
that you're asking me to close?"

Wednesday | Read/Listen to Isaiah 43:1-21
Worship to “New Name Written Down in Glory”
New creation has already begun in anyone who is in Christ. "Behold, I am 
doing a new thing." Isaiah saw it from a distance. Paul says in 2 
Corinthians 5 that it has already started in you. You are a piece of the 
future showing up early. Where has Jesus placed you this week as 
someone who is brand new? What changes when you show up 
representing what God is already doing? Ask Jesus, "Where do you want 
my new identity to show up in someone else's life today?"

Thursday | Read/Listen to Matt. 28:16-20 & Acts 1:1-11 | Worship to “Fresh Wind”
We represent the risen King in a world awaiting reconciliation. Read both 
passages back to back. Jesus has all authority. He sends his people. He 
promises his presence. He pours out his Spirit on us before he sends us. 
Are you trying to do this alone, or are you trusting the Holy Spirit and 
carrying it with others? Where have you been relying on your own e�ort 
instead of the Spirit who was given to you? Ask Jesus, "Holy Spirit, where 
are you already at work that you want me to join?" Pray for the National 
Day of Prayer. 

Friday | Read/Listen to 2 Cor. 5:11-21 | Worship to “I’m So Glad I Met Jesus”
The resurrection began a new creation that continues to spread through 
me. Since Easter, how has Jesus been shaping your identity, allegiance, 
community, and purpose? Is there one area he seems to be working on 
the most? What is one clear step of obedience you sense Jesus inviting 
you to take right now? Who can walk with you as you take that step so 
you’re not doing it alone? Ask Jesus, “What are you inviting me to carry
