Live It Out Podcast - Under Construction: Week 4

Monday | Read/Listen to Ruth 4:1-12 | Worship to “Build My Life”

The cost of redemption is always real and always worth it. What stands out to
you about Boaz's wilingness to redeem publicly, even when it requires
sacri ce? Have you felt yourself pulling back when Jesus is leading toward
something that feels risky? Where do you see the temptation in your own life to
avoid costly obedience or responsibility? How does Boaz's redemption point
you to what Jesus has done for you? Ask Jesus, “What relationship do you want
mg to redeem this week?” Pray for our middle schoolers heading to camp
today.

Tuesday | Read/Listen to Philippians 2:1-11 | Worship to “New Wine”
Redemption always costs the redeemer something real. What do you learn
about the character of Jesus from the way he willingly humbled himself? Which
part of this passage most helps you understand the cost Jesus chose to pay for
our redemption? Where are you tempted to hold onto comfort, pride, or
control instead of following Jesus in humility and obedience? How could Jesus’
example reshape the way you treat or serve others this week? Ask Jesus, “Where
are you inviting me to choose your way instead of protecting my own comfort

or control?”

Wednesday | Read/Listen to Matt. 19:16—-30 | Worship to “It All Belongs to You”
Walking away from the cost forfeits your place in the story. What do you notice
about the young man’s response to Jesus? What is hardest for you to surrender
or trust Jesus with right now? Jesus doesn't waste the sacri ces made for him.
How have you seen that to be true in your life? What does this story stir
something up in you? Pay attention to that. Have an honest conversation with
Jesus about it.

Thursday | Read/Listen to Ruth 1-4 | Worship to “I Will Wait For You”

Every act of redemption points beyond itself to what Jesus is building next. Read
the whole book in one sitting to grasp the whole story. Naomi begins empty in
Moab, saying, "do not call me pleasant,” and ends with a baby in her arms.
Where do you see God working underneath the surface of this story, in the
waiting, the small acts of loyalty, the unlikely people, and where might he be
doing the same thing in your life right now without announcing it? Who in your

life is convinced their story is over? What would it look like to stay with them until
they can see what Jesus is building? Ask Jesus, “What are you building that
requires my willingness to join you?”

Friday | Watch BibleProject video on Redemption | Worship to “What A God”
The cost of redemption is always real and always worth it. As you watch the
video, what connected in a way it hadn't before? Where had you been thinking
about redemption too small? How does the full biblical picture change that?
Who in your life needs to understand that what God o ers is bigger and more
costly than they have imagined? Ask Jesus, “What are you building that | don't
see yet?” Pray for this Vision Weekend.
